1	 The unique angle of the stainless steel head allows perfect 
positioning of the blade for both forward and backward 
strokes with minimum movement/ articulation. This 
reduces bending, minimising aches and strains.

2	 The twin points at the rear dig sharply into the ground, 
naturally drawing the blade downwards as it travels 
through the soil.

3	 The curved shape of the rear blades creates a slicing 
action through soil and roots. This results in a smooth yet 
amazingly powerful ploughing action, which cuts easily 
through weeds and breaks up hard soil without the need 
for hacking or digging.
